Eng®ogecisions relating to individual students should
be carried out in accordance with principles ofrfess. The appeal process should encourage all
parties to disputes to understand the concerndiefother parties and make good faith efforts to
resolve disputes to mutual satisfaction. The Baddducation generally encourages complaints and
disputes to be dealt with at the point closest tens the dispute first arises. If an employee’s
decision is disputed or a complaint is made abowtraployee’s decision, the dispute or complaint is

News from the Virtual Roop;

A Planning course is_a requirement for graduation.

Many grade 11 students have selected Virtual Planning , an online Planning
course, to satisfy this graduation requirement. Completing this Virtual Planning
course will also take them through the creation of their "My Action Plan" or MAP,
which when completed in Grade 12 will satisfy another graduation requirement.

To begin the course, students are required to complete an online application.
Teachers are available all day in the Virtual Room (located next to the Career
Centre) if they need assistance registering, or have questions about any aspect of
their online course. They are also welcome to contact their teacher at school or
through the Virtual Planning course messenger system.

The Virtual Planning course will be completed outside of the school timetable with
the assistance of a teacher at MBSS. Students are encouraged to work at their own
pace, at home and at school, to complete the course by the end of January.

To assist students in completing the Virtual Planni ng course by the end of
January, we have established some target dates.

Unit 1 should be completed by the end of September,

Unit 2 should be completed by the end of October,

Units 3, 4 and the Midterm should be completed by the end of November,
Unit 5 should be completed by the end of December,

Unit 6 and the Final Exam should be completed by the end of January.

Students who fall behind in their Virtual Planning course will be required to attend
mandatory morning work sessions. Thank you for your assistance in helping your
student manage their time wisely and achieve their goal of completing Virtual
Planning by January.
